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MAYOR LICASTRO: Okay. It's 5:30. I'm

going to call the meeting to order. Thank you

for coming tonight and ask the clerk to call the

roll.

MR. GALLAGHER: Good evening. Ms.

Beckenbach?

MS. BECKENBACH: Here.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Bolton? Mr.

Kesselem?

MR. KESSELEM: Here.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Mateyo?

MR. MATEYO: Here.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. McDonald?

MR. McDONALD: Here.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Stephan?

MR. STEPHAN: Here.

MR. GALLAGHER: Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: You received a copy of

the minutes from the April meeting. Is there a

motion to approve?

MS. BECKENBACH: So move.

MR. McDONALD: Second.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Any comments or

corrections? There being none, all in favor of

the motion.
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Ayes: 5. Nays: 0.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Thank you. The Mayor's

court report for April, the county received $680;

the Village of Bratenahl, $24,014; the treasurer

of the State of Ohio, $6,176; and the Court

Computer Fund, $1,421. Any questions on that?

Thank you.

Moving to correspondence, Dorothy

Jackson has been a member of our Shade Tree

Commission for -- how many years has it been,

Ava.

MS. PETERSON: Many.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Seven or eight at

least. Unfortunately, she has tendered her

resignation, which I've reluctantly accepted, so

we're going to be looking for someone to replace

her. If someone has some suggestions, please let

us know. She will be missed.

MS. MEADE: Jean Lyon.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Have you discussed this

with Jean?

MS. MEADE: No, I just know she's a huge

tree fan and has a lot of expertise, so she seems

a natural so I will talk to her and see.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Although volunteering
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people for things when they're not here is really

an interesting thought. Just tell her she has no

choice. Let's ask her first.

MS. MEADE: I think she would be an

excellent candidate.

MAYOR LICASTRO: I concur. Let's give

her a call and see if she's interested. Thank

you.

We received some correspondence late.

Let me pass these out. This is a report from the

county regarding the community indicators report.

What it does is it goes through every community

in the county and goes through demographic

information and also talks about the health of

the community.

What it shows in the top part is

demographic information that's picked up from the

last sentence, the population, the medium income,

et cetera, et cetera. And what you'll see in

parentheses is comparison to our peer

communities. And the peer communities for

Bratenahl are listed at the bottom. They are

Beachwood, Brecksville, Chagrin Falls, Hunting

Valley, Moreland Hills, Orange, Pepper Pike,

Solon, and Valley View. So it shows the top part
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and how we compare to those pure communities.

And it also talks about infant mortality rate,

neonatal mortality rate.

(Whereupon, Mr. Bolton entered the

meeting.)

MAYOR LICASTRO: Hi, Bill, welcome.

Premature birth rate, et cetera, percentage of

women who smoked during pregnancy. I just

thought it was interesting. The document I have,

that many, many trees gave their lives for, has

all 57 communities in the county and the county

itself as a whole. So this will be here if

anyone would like to review it. I thought you

might find the information interesting.

In the same vein, we have a food safety

report that was issued to us by the Board of

Health. Pass those out. This is the 2009

report. They did inspect the two facilities in

the Village, Shorby Club and Americano, as well

as the 4th of July Kissing Corn, we have to have

them inspected by the Board of Health as well.

There's really nothing here that was a

serious violation, but I thought you might find

it interesting. The insert pertains specifically

to the Village of Bratenahl. Any questions on
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that? Thank you.

Under my report for legislative, the

only thing I have to bring to your attention, and

you might have seen this on the news channels

last week, there's been two bills proposed for

passage in the general assembly. One in the

senate and one in the house of representatives,

specifically dealing with shared services.

Right now the law is vague as to whether

communities can share services outside of

emergency services. We know they can share

police, fire, EMS, we do that here in Bratenahl,

but the law is not clear on whether or not, for

example, we can contract with Cleveland to pick

up our trash. So Senator Nina Turner and

representative Martin Foley are going to

introduce companion bills to suggest a change in

the Ohio Revised Code to allow communities to

share services outside of emergency.

Now, this is not meant to preclude

private contractors. We just feel it gives

communities other options that would perhaps give

them some leverage in negotiations. And it is,

therefore, and as representative Foley termed it,

kind of low-hanging fruit. So that should be
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introduced to the general assembly in the next

couple weeks. We will track it and let you know

how it proceeds. For example, when our queen of

trash, Ms. Beckenbach, went through an exhaustive

process -- I say that in jest.

MS. BECKENBACH: I know you do.

MAYOR LICASTRO: -- with our hauler, it

would have been nice to know if Cleveland could

have been a player and what they would have

charged. Again, we'll track that for you and

keep you informed. Any questions on that?

DR. SECURA: Would this include police?

MAYOR LICASTRO: It's already accepted.

DR. SECURA: Because it's emergency.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Right. Anything coming

under emergency, police, fire, EMS, can be

shared. The law is actually ambiguous beyond

that. Some communities think they can, some

can't. This is really to clarify the law.

DR. SECURA: Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We contacted a paper

retriever company Abitibi and we've asked them to

put a seven cubic yard, a bin, at the Community

Center to take paper for recycling. Now, this

will take everything: Phone books, cardboard,
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any kind of a paper. There's no up-front costs.

We get paid actually $10 a ton for the paper that

they are able to recycle. The information will

be posted on the web. It will take about three

weeks for them to put it there. They'll also put

something in the front yard of the center,

Stephanie, so people know it's around the back.

One of the things that came out of

Future Search was being more sustainable and more

green. We thought this is a really easy way to

start, so it should be on the ground in the next

few weeks. Again, no up-front cost. We think

this is nothing but a positive. We hope you

concur. Mr. Kesselem.

MR. KESSELEM: If I could have more

information on that, because it might affect the

grant that we're trying to get for both recycling

for both buildings. It might just help with

that, too.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Pass this CD down to

Mr. Kesselem. I'll keep the hard copy if that's

all right. Mr. Stephan.

MR. STEPHAN: How does this impact our

recycling program in the Village?

MAYOR LICASTRO: It doesn't. We can
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still recycle through Allied Waste. It's just

they don't pay us for it.

MR. STEPHAN: We would get money for the

recycled material?

MAYOR LICASTRO: No, the fact it's

commingled is a factor. And they won't take

phone books, for example. I'm not sure, do they

take paper?

MS. BECKENBACH: They take all paper,

but they don't take recyclables.

MAYOR LICASTRO: It gives us another

option. And it's interesting, they find in the

literature here that 80 percent of recycled paper

comes from the community itself rather than other

entities, businesses or whatever. It shouldn't

affect at all our agreement with Allied Waste,

but it gives us another option which we think

makes sense.

MR. KESSELEM: How much do we get paid a

ton?

MAYOR LICASTRO: $10 a ton. Now, if we

exceed that tonnage, if we start to get many,

many tons, we can renegotiate the rate. For

example, for more than four to eight tons, it's

$15 a ton. For eight tons or more, it's $20 a
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ton, so the rate goes up. Again, if it doesn't

work, we can ask them to remove it. There's no

exposure.

MR. KESSELEM: Right now we don't have

any kind of recycling bins at Village Hall or at

the Community Center, so this helps us get

started on all of this inability of the Village.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We've asked Mr. Beau

Daane who is with the Cuyahoga County Solid Waste

District to get us recycle bins here and the

Community Center and he's working on it. Any

questions on that?

MR. STEPHAN: Can we put one of these or

several in Bratenahl Place?

MR. GALLAGHER: Potentially.

MR. STEPHAN: Joe had his hand up. I

thought he was talking. I couldn't see his lips

moving.

MR. ZALAR: I want to say something

about recycle bins. We do recycle here and at

the service garage.

MR. KESSELEM: Where does the recycling

go to though?

MR. ZALAR: We take it from the garage

and here and take and put it by the service
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garage.

MR. KESSELEM. So it goes into our

normal recycling system?

MR. ZALAR: Exactly.

MR. KESSELEM: Those are the things I

need to know, Joe, for that grant so that we can

show we are doing our part in recycling and we

can get some funds that are minimal, but it's at

least funds for some of that waste.

MAYOR LICASTRO: If you have any

questions, talk to Mr. Zalar, but the CD should

be pretty good. Thank you.

And this is an aside. I think Mr.

McDonald will deal with this in his finance

report, but our new solicitor, Dave Matty,

checked with the Board of Elections. There is a

pending change in the law on the time we have to

attest things to the ballot. It used to be 75

days. They're now indicating it will be moved to

90 days. So instead of the middle of August, it

looks like August 4 might be the deadline.

Now, it may or may not be law by then,

but Mr. Matty's recommendation, as well as the

Secretary of State, was that to be safe and

careful, we should look to August 4 as a deadline
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as opposed to August 19, I believe it was. So I

know we're considering some ballot issues. I

think working with the shorter time frame makes

better sense.

MR. ROBINS: What was the logic behind

that?

MR. MATTY: It's a revision to the Ohio

Revised Code and is effective July 2 of this

year, so it's effective actually the month before

the issues are due to the ballot and changes it

from 75 to 90. I believe the rationale is

because of the enormous absentee votes and the

processing that the boards have to do now

compared to the old style of elections that we

used to.

MR. ROBINS: Thanks.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Thank you. Any other

questions? Department reports and I'm going to

have Mr. Jamieson go first. Before you do, Tom,

we are meeting with Mr. Jamieson and Mary Ranney,

the secretary for the building, and reviewing our

exterior maintenance program from top to bottom,

the way we communicate with the residents, taking

some of the feedback we've had and try to make it

more user friendly, if you will.

In that same vein, we've asked Mr. Matty

to review our existing law and he is undertaking

a project to clarify current code provisions to

be certain we are complying with the law as

established by the Ohio Revised Code. What he

has done is he's come up with a letter, a cover

letter and a draft ordinance that I think should

go to your committee, Mr. Mateyo, legislative,

for further review.

Mr. Matty is confident that these

revisions will make us compliant, but before we

start to bring people into Mayor's Court and

actually go to enforce it, we want to make

certain, of course, we are legal.

Did you want to comment on this, Mr.

Matty?

MR. MATTY: Well, Mayor, the attempt is

to clarify what we have in our code currently so

there is not an issue concerning the process.

And the main objective of this attempt is

compliance. So the resident would have an

effective notice with an effective right of

appeal. If they choose the right of appeal,

fine. If they don't, then there will be a time

frame where they will have to comply. If they
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don't, then there would be, if Mr. Jamieson saw

fit, a citation in Mayor's Court where they would

have another chance to comply. The last chance

they'll have to comply is if all that fails and

then the Village can instruct me to file an

action to mandate compliance, but it's all in an

attempt to give the resident three or four

chances to comply with the request of Mr.

Jamieson as to the exterior maintenance issue,

whatever it may be.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Point of order, the way

it's established now, the right of appeals to the

Board of Zoning Appeals. Mr. Matty feels, and I

concur, it's more appropriate to go to the

Housing Code.

MR. MATTY: The Board of Housing Code

Appeals.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Which in most

communities is made up of the same people as BZA,

president of Council, Mayor and a resident

freeholder. And since our resident freeholder is

Mr. Kreiner, we're probably going to draft him to

wear another hat and be a member of this board.

So it's all in the document. I think it's

straightforward. But, again, as a courtesy,
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let's go through your committee and see if

Council concurs.

Yes, Mr. Stephan.

MR. STEPHAN: I have several questions.

We've gone through two years of inspections with

a program that's in conflict with the Ohio

Revised Code?

MR. MATTY: No, you've gone through the

inspections in the process. The only conflict

that I found was in the final notice I personally

did not like the notice days given to a resident.

I understand why it's there, but it's out of the

Zoning Code, not the Housing Code. And so this

process would give the residents a notice which

would indicate they would have 30 days within

which to file an appeal and that is the provision

in the Housing Code.

The only appeal there would be would be

to the Board of Housing Code Appeals. Unlike

some of the other appeals that go to that Board

and then to this Council, that would not happen

because the Housing Code doesn't indicate that

process on appeal. It only indicates an appeal

to the Housing Code, Board of Housing Code

Appeals.
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So I want to make sure before the

process is at the Mayor's Court level, which this

attempts to address, that that process is

clarified. The process that Mr. Jamieson has

gone through to date, there is nothing wrong with

it. In fact, if compliance has been achieved, it

has worked. If it has not, then I suggest, as

you read this memo, what we should do.

We need to implement these ordinances

and then I would have Mr. Jamieson issue a final

notice, which then would comply with the

provisions of these clarifications. If the

resident doesn't comply, then Mr. Jamieson would

have a right to issue a citation to Mayor's

Court.

MR. STEPHAN: But until we pass another

ordinance, there's no compliance enforcement?

MR. MATTY: No, right now there is. Mr.

Jamieson, under the current code, could instruct

me to file an action to seek compliance if we

have to. And it's arguable whether or not an

action could be filed in Mayor's Court or not. I

want to have explicit language in the code

indicating such. It's the only difference.

MR. STEPHAN: And what impact does our
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consideration of this measure have on the current

violations that have been cited?

MR. MATTY: None whatsoever.

MR. STEPHAN: So those are moving

forward.

MR. MATTY: Those would move forward.

If you pass this, I would have Mr. Jamieson give

one final notice to give the resident one final

chance to comply.

MS. MEADE: Do you know what the code

is?

MR. MATTY: Chapter 1409.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Bolton.

MR. MATEYO: This came from a review

stemming from a letter, which led to a hearing in

the Community Affairs committee, so I'm very

pleased to see that.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Actually, I didn't make

him aware of that letter. I just told him there

was some concerns, but knowing we've gone through

a cycle, it seemed appropriate to review the

processes. And with that, I asked legal to weigh

in and look at it as well.

MR. BOLTON: Then I owe you a compliment

for forwarding it on. I wanted to say there are
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a couple of issues that concerned the writer of

letter. One of which was lack of appeal process.

So it was in the code none of us were exactly

aware of it. I'm glad you looked at it and

refined it.

Can you tell us what the maximum penalty

is in Mayor's Court?

MR. MATTY: Under your current code,

it's substantial. The penalty section in this

housing code section, it's up $500 a day per

violation. So it gives the Mayor leverage to get

compliance accomplished, because my instructions

from the Mayor, the Mayor is not interested in

penalties, he's interested in compliance. And we

need to have Mr. Jamieson have the tools to seek

that.

So what we are suggesting are some

revisions to his notices. That final notice,

we'll let that resident know the severity of what

we're dealing with if they don't comply in an

attempt to try to get compliance. But again,

different people have different points of

agreeing to comply, so we will see. We'll see

what happens.

MR. BOLTON: And another part of the
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code, which I don't think anyone on Council is

available to, it was brought to my attention by

someone, is that after the notice is sent at

least three weeks in advance that the inspector

wishes to inspect, the inspector needs approval

or has the right to get a subpoena, can go to

court to obtain --

MAYOR LICASTRO: Citation.

MR. BOLTON: No, the intent of the code

is that the inspector does not have the right to

go on the property without approval or from the

owner or court. And I wanted to make sure that

that was in this, too, because that was one of

the complaints of the property owner is that they

had no idea the person -- even though their

household had been sent notice, this particular

householder did not know that an inspection was

coming.

MR. MATTY: Councilman, that is not in

this revision. This revision is concentrated on

the enforcement at the end of the process.

MR. BOLTON: Is there any change then to

that necessity?

MR. MATTY: No.

MAYOR LICASTRO: But that's not legal.
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We're looking at the process ourselves and

considering a notice that would say within these

weeks, period, or five days we'll be on the

property. So we're not only tracking that

through legal, we're tracking the process itself

to be certain it's more user friendly. So rather

than make that a matter of law, where it isn't a

matter of law, we feel better notification would

be a courteous thing to do.

MR. BOLTON: Well, I'm all for it. I'm

just bringing to attention this is a separate

issue to enforcement. This is for gaining entry.

Our code currently says that the housing

department, the building department must either

get permission from the homeowner or from the

court. The inspector is not supposed to go onto

the property to inspect without approval. That's

the way I read it. I'm sorry I don't have the

particular part of the code with me. Perhaps Mr.

Matty could verify it and let us know.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Let's have him look at

that. And if we need to make a change, we'll

make a change. Any other questions?

DR. SECURA: This Housing Board of

Appeal that's mentioned, does that have to be
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created here in Council?

MAYOR LICASTRO: It's created by the

Ohio Revised Code. Two of the members are Mayor

and president of Council, and then a resident

freeholder. As I mentioned, the resident

freeholder is appointed annually by the Council.

It doesn't have to be Mr. Kreiner. You could

appoint whoever you want.

Again, we felt it was the appropriate

time to do so having gone through the first

three-year cycle to look at it and make sure

we're doing it right. Not only legal, but in

terms of basic courtesy and looking for -- and

you phrased this well. We're not looking to be

punitive, we're looking for compliance. Thank

you.

So, Mr. Jamieson, your report.

MR. JAMIESON: Thank you, Mayor. The

month of April, we performed 13 inspections,

registered seven new contractors, issued eight

new building permits, and four new certificates

of occupancy. And we continue to follow-up on

the people that were granted extensions and

people who got second notices. We're following

up on all of those this summer, so that would
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conclude my report.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Did you want to mention

the lead based paint?

MR. JAMIESON: Yes. The last Council

meeting the Mayor mentioned that there's some new

guides for people who disrupt lead based paint.

And that would entail any home that was built

before 1970. There isn't really an enforcement

mechanism yet. The Department of Health and the

EPA have made all of us building departments

aware of that.

So what I did was put a letter together

explaining that requirement to contractors along

with a flier. So we're going to be passing out

to those contractors to make them aware that if

they're going to disrupt a certain percentage of

that home, that they have to be certified in

working with lead paint. So if anybody has any

questions, I'd be glad to entertain them.

MR. ROBINS: I have a question. It's

unrelated to this. You're just going around and

you may not be able to answer it, but you see a

lot of houses as you go around our Village. Do

you have a sense for how many are empty, you

know, 10, 20, 30?
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MR. JAMIESON: I bet I could count them

on one hand.

MR. ROBINS: Okay.

MR. JAMIESON: It's not for any reasons.

There's a couple bank owned. I believe, there's

a couple of people trying to sell homes that

aren't living there anymore, but I bet I could

count them on one hand.

MR. ROBINS: We have a lease, too, in

our development.

MR. JAMIESON: You mean in Haskell?

MR. ROBINS: On the back 40.

MAYOR LICASTRO: In all three phases,

Mr. Robins, or just in two?

MR. ROBINS: In phases one and two I

only know of one there, but in phase three, which

is separate from phase one and two, one and two

have their own association, three has a separate

association. There are two for sure in the same

cul-de-sac, the cul-de-sac off of Coit Road, so

both of those are empty.

MR. JAMIESON: The last one on the

corner is the most recent and that's bank owned.

It was foreclosed on. And I met with the people

that went over there and cleaned it up and
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secured it and moved everything out and it's for

sale.

MR. ROBINS: But we have a number in the

towers as well. I don't know how many people

over there. Do you have any sense, maybe

building one and two? Just curious.

MR. JAMIESON: Sure.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Chief, welcome back.

Oh, I'm sorry, Mr. Stephan.

MR. STEPHAN: You mentioned I think at

the last meeting there were 43 outstanding

violations of the exterior inspection program, 26

and 17.

MR. JAMIESON: I mentioned that there

were 43 that may be subject to Mayor's Court and

that was wrong. There are 17 that could be

subjected to Mayor's Court. I don't have all the

statistics, but there was something like 90 that

we sent out a lot of letters thanking people for

keeping their homes the way they were.

I don't know what the number is for

people that have yet to comply and that we're

following up on there, but I know that that was a

mistake. 17 people that we never heard from

throughout the process.
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MR. STEPHAN: Have any of those been

referred to Mayor's Court?

MR. JAMIESON: We're working on that.

And that had something to do with our law

director taking a look at how we're going to

treat that.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We're not going to do

that, Mr. Stephan, until we're certain we have

the right legal path.

MR. STEPHAN: I understand that. My

next question is really I'm driving at do you

have any expectation that any will be in front of

Mayor's Court or at least scheduled before the

end of the third year when the next cycle of

inspections begin?

MR. JAMIESON: I would imagine when all

else fails that will be the only recourse we will

have.

MR. STEPHAN: I'm looking at the timing.

That's my question. If this carries on until

next year, then you're going to be reinspecting

homes that have complied and asking people who

are not in compliance to comply when we haven't

taken care of those who didn't comply the first

time around.
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MR. JAMIESON: Our goal is that those 17

that we have not heard from by the end of the

summer hopefully we have something in place with

enough teeth to draw them to Mayor's Court. Some

of them are absentee landlords. Some people are

away and just received notification.

I met with a woman on Foster Saturday

and she's doing the best she can. She had a

contractor who bailed out on her and we gave her

a list of our contractors. So we're hearing from

people. The ones we don't hear from, hopefully

before the end of the summer we'll have a direct

path to Mayor's Court.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Stephan, talking

about timeline, if legislative thinks the

recommendations of a law makes sense, it would

come back to us in June. It would be made a

matter of law then if Council passed it. We

would then send out the additional letter that

Mr. Matty referred to, so I think the end of the

summer is something that seems reasonable if the

timeline indeed holds true.

MR. STEPHAN: I'm just suggesting that

be a target because, as I said, if you go out to

inspect next year, I've already made the point
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that where's your credibility?

MR. JAMIESON: I understand. And our

goal is to keep the credibility we have.

MR. STEPHAN: The second question

concerns a sign ordinance. It was mentioned at

the most recent Council meeting that you were

taking action against several signs in the

Village.

MR. JAMIESON: I don't know if it was

mentioned that I was taking action. I think

we're talking about the sign company across the

way, Holsman signs. And it seems to me that the

opinion of the law director is that they were

temporary signs and we really didn't have

jurisdiction or anything in the code.

MAYOR LICASTRO: I think that was the

case on the trailer. The one that's affixed to

the front of the building, I don't think that was

the opinion. We need to have Mr. Matty weigh in

on that and give us his opinion.

MR. STEPHAN: Wait a minute. I'm sorry,

we've already had an opinion. We've paid money,

unless I'm mistaken, regarding those signs.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Which signs?

MS. BECKENBACH: Which signs are you
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talking about?

MR. STEPHAN: Well, there are the

permanent signs on the Sign-Lite building.

MAYOR LICASTRO: There's one permanent

sign.

DR. SECURA: Two.

MR. ROBINS: There's the marquee and the

flat sign. The flat sign was in violation. Two

signs.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Thank you.

MR. STEPHAN: I'm fairly certain that

this issue has already been --

MR. JAMIESON: You're right. We sent

Mr. Holsman a letter, a violation notice. And we

were going to meet with him and the law director

and for some reason that didn't happen.

MR. KESSELEM: Are the trailers that are

used as signage now, are those in violation of

our sign ordinance or are they not?

MR. JAMIESON: I don't think they are.

MR. KESSELEM: They're not in violation.

MAYOR LICASTRO: They're considered

temporary.

MR. KESSELEM: Now we're seeing a second

one pop up with the neighbor next door to them.
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MAYOR LICASTRO: That actually, we're

pretty sure, is on Cleveland's property. There

was a request from an individual to put a sign on

the Atlantic Equipment parcel that had

advertisement that wasn't pertinent to services

offered by Atlantic Equipment. We told them our

ordinances specifically prohibited that, but he

was allowed the process if indeed he wanted to

pursue it.

The one you're talking about I'm almost

sure that's on Cleveland's property, but we can

check that out. It's further west.

MR. KESSELEM: It's a Safeway Tire, 16

wheeler. I mean, it's a trailer that now they're

using.

MR. JAMIESON: That parcel is in

Cleveland, very close to Bratenahl.

MR. KESSELEM: How would you leave a

trailer on a city-owned property? That's odd to

me.

MAYOR LICASTRO: He's saying that the

parcel is in the City of Cleveland. He didn't

say it was owned by Cleveland.

MR. KESSELEM: So it's owned by someone.

MR. JAMIESON: It's owned by someone,
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but it's in the City of Cleveland.

MR. KESSELEM: It's a City of Cleveland

property not Bratenahl.

MR. BOLTON: I'm somewhat familiar, just

enough to be dangerous, with the signage of

Cleveland. A temporary sign is described as the

materials and the type of sign and the duration

it's up. Is our code like that? Do you happen

to know yet, Mr. Matty?

MR. MATTY: No, I've not looked at that

issue.

MR. BOLTON: Maybe since this is an

issue if you could look at it for us, you could

help us in this discussion.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We should have him look

at political signs as well as to what is

permitted or not permitted. Since you're looking

at signs, Mr. Matty, perhaps you could give us an

opinion on how our code is written and if it

needs to be restructured or enforced. I know

that's an issue throughout the community. Mr.

Daane.

MR. DAANE: I emailed the Council and

the Mayor about the political signs and the

limitations. They're talking about size or time
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duration, but I emailed I think Moreland Hills,

Hunting Valley, Shaker, Bay Village, all have

various restrictions, so Council has that.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We can forward that to

you, Mr. Matty, if we haven't already done so.

MR. BOLTON: Mr. Stephan, going back to

your first point about the Housing Code. Would

you feel it appropriate to have Mr. Jamieson

include that in his report each month so that he

knows he's going to be asked about it? How many?

MR. KESSELEM: Yes, how many.

MR. BOLTON: Would that be onerous on

you, Mr. Jamieson?

MR. JAMIESON: We can do that.

MR. STEPHAN: My original question

referred to the signs that I believe Wenden Court

in the Haskell development that was mentioned

unless it's a figment of my imagination, but I

recall it was mentioned at the last Council

meeting that you had been asked to visit those

properties and request that those signs come

down.

MS. BECKENBACH: He has done that.

MR. JAMIESON: I sent a letter out to

the home associations in both places.
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MR. STEPHAN: That's the answer to my

question. Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: It took a while to get

there, but we eventually got it. Thank you, Mr.

Jamieson. Chief.

CHIEF DOLBOW: From April 21 to May 19,

we had eight felony cases; 34 misdemeanor

arrests; 12 warrants; 26 driving under

suspensions; 12 operating a vehicle while

intoxicated; 17 motor vehicle accidents; 52

vehicles were towed; total of 18 alarms, all of

which were false; and we had 20 911 calls, three

of which were false; one fire call; and a total

of 294 tickets were issued.

The breakdown of the felony cases, three

were for possession of drugs, one possession of

heroin, one for resisting arrest, one for drug

trafficking, one for carrying a concealed weapon

and one for failure to comply. Adverse to combat

the drug problem that surrounds our wonderful

community are ongoing.

I'd like to update you on the last

year's B and E's and the most recent burglary.

Our main suspect has been shot and killed by

another jurisdiction while committing similar
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crimes. I won't go into details, of course,

because I'm sure that's still under investigation

in the community, but we were pursuing the

suspect and interviewing. He was in custody. He

was out on bond and obviously took in his

criminal behavior again. And so those cases are

somewhat on hold until we get other leads that

might assist us.

The day we've all anticipated is coming

to pass, Officer Eric Drottar has returned to us

with a clean bill of health and is currently

enrolled in Bratenahl's field training program

along with fellow part-time officer John Basche,

who is also a resident of our community. So when

you see these guys, please extend your warmest

welcome. Our police department --

MAYOR LICASTRO: Chief, if I could

interject something. The media has been hounding

us for an update on Officer Drottar. This is the

officer that was seriously injured four years

ago?

CHIEF DOLBOW: Two or three.

MAYOR LICASTRO: In April four years

ago. We are hopeful that Officer Drottar can

return to the force, but until we go through the
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field training officer procedure, which is a

three-month procedure, we can't make that

decision. We can't be definitive as to whether

or not the officers that train him and the Chief

feel he is ready to return to our department.

So we're not hedging here, but we want

to be certain that he can be a viable member of

this department. We're hopeful indeed he can, so

far so good, but we're not going to draw any

conclusions until the end of that three-month

period. Thank you, Chief.

CHIEF DOLBOW: Our Fraternal Order of

Police is working with the police department to

create and fund a working website to allows the

boys in blue better communication related to our

social events, fundraisers, safety tips,

community outreach, et cetera.

We've created pages for our K-9 program.

We've also offered a page to Julie, our clerk of

courts, to community better with the public. As

well, we will be linked in with the Village web

page for easy access to our residents. We felt

that this was an opportunity for us to put the

information out that we can manage easily and so

far it's working well.

July 31 at Fowler's Mill our Fraternal

Order of Police lodge will be hosting a golf

outing. If any of you are golfers, I have more

information and I hope to see you all at the

Memorial Day parade.

MR. GALLAGHER: As an update, the link

is now viable. If you click on departments and

police, you go right to the website.

CHIEF DOLBOW: I appreciate your time.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Stephan.

MR. STEPHAN: Chief, you indicated at

the last meeting that you had changed the work

schedule for our officers to eight-hour shifts

and there were three a day now instead of 12

hours, two a day.

CHIEF DOLBOW: We're on eight-hour

shifts, 40-hour work week, yes.

MR. STEPHAN: And earlier you had

indicated that you had one officer in command,

one sergeant for each shift. Does that mean we

now have three sergeants?

CHIEF DOLBOW: We have a lieutenant on

day shift, we have sergeant on afternoons and a

sergeant on night shift.

MR. STEPHAN: Secondly, it was mentioned
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in the minutes from the last meeting that the K-9

cruiser was damaged.

CHIEF DOLBOW: It has been fixed with

the budget from the K-9 budget.

MR. STEPHAN: And what does Erok do

while the cruiser is in repair?

CHIEF DOLBOW: It was only down for one

day. It needed some minor glass repair. It

received some shrapnel from another vehicle

accident and it shattered the window and that was

fixed in one day.

MR. STEPHAN: I misread it as extensive

damage.

CHIEF DOLBOW: That's a different car.

The K-9 vehicle was minor damage and it was

fixed.

MR. STEPHAN: Do you have an update on

the trademark violation?

CHIEF DOLBOW: Those cases that extend

into other cases that are still ongoing, we're

working with federal agencies on that.

MR. STEPHAN: Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Did you have a

question, Mr. Robins?

MR. ROBINS: Yes. I'm not sure this is
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directed to you, Chief, but when I was looking

through the appropriations status report, it

lists a year to date amount spent. We're right

on budget for full-time police, but we're at 50

percent level for part-time police.

Specifically, we're underspent by $28,000.

It raises all kinds of issues on the

basis of the police coverage and our expenditures

and our budgeting for future years. So rather

than take time tonight, I would just suggest that

this be looked at by the safety committee and

perhaps, unless you have an answer right off the

top of your head.

CHIEF DOLBOW: I'd like to take it as a

compliment that some of what I'm doing is paying

off. I was told to try and be frugal with our

budget and working our officers as needed.

You're going to start to see that number start to

spike with two officers on schedule to be

trained. With the summers months, we have

officers on vacation. Our part-time budget is

going to go through the roof, so you're going to

see that number balance out as we go through the

marathon, as opposed to the sprint.

MR. ROBINS: Otherwise, you take three
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times $28,000, we'll budget that much less next

year. You're saying be careful, don't do that.

CHIEF DOLBOW: I'm trying to stretch it

out for the long haul. I'd rather have a little

leftover than come back and ask you for more.

MR. ROBINS: I'd still like the safety

committee to look into this and have some

projection in terms of the quid pro quo between

safety for our Village and our budget.

CHIEF DOLBOW: Last year I think we went

over and had to come back and ask for more money

and still offer all the protection that you're

used to.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Given budgets

constraints, the standing order with the Chief is

to be certain that we have a number of officers

who are out there patrolling to make certain our

community is safe. So any more questions? Mr.

Kesselem.

MR. KESSELEM: I'm working with, and Tom

also, we're working with a group of citizens in

the Village to try to make a more comprehensive

website. It's another situation where no

communication was brought to our committees or

Council members that something was being done for
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the boys in blue. We're trying to make this to

be the best site that we can possibly make for

the Village of Bratenahl.

CHIEF DOLBOW: Are you talking about our

website?

MR. KESSELEM: Your website, whether it

be links or if there's certain things you would

like to see as the Chief of Police for the

Village of Bratenahl that's more comprehensive

that's put into this site.

CHIEF DOLBOW: This is something our

Fraternal Order of Police is paying for and we're

managing that I can have control over.

MR. KESSELEM: But when you're working

with that, also inform us as Council members what

that also is so that we can start to include what

pertains directly to the Village of Bratenahl

that can make your job easier and the profile is

there for you, because the citizens didn't bring

any of that up in the last meeting last night.

CHIEF DOLBOW: It's linked there for you

to see. It's really not much different than what

was already there, other than we've made more

pages available for more information for the

police department.
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MR. KESSELEM: Try to keep us in the

loop if you can. Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Thank you. Mr. Zalar.

MR. ZALAR: Very short report tonight.

I want to thank all the residents for their

participation in our spring cleanup, which is now

complete. And service is going to start doing

cleanups, all the stuff you don't see. We like

to keep everything looking nice and thank God for

all the moisture. I know a lot of people don't

like it, but it's making everything look nice.

Any questions?

MAYOR LICASTRO: Ms. Meade.

MR. ZALAR: No, we're not cutting tree

lawns.

MS. MEADE: That will be an ongoing

issue with me, but that wasn't my question for

tonight. Do you typically mulch all the tree

lawn trees?

MR. ZALAR: No.

MS. MEADE: Do you mulch any of them?

MR. ZALAR: When we first planted the, I

think we did them for the first two years. And

then after that we're kind of letting them grow

back to natural. This year, no, we're probably
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not going to be do much mulching at all just for

budget reasons.

MS. MEADE: What about the flower boxes?

MR. ZALAR: Flower boxes, basically,

we're not going to do much, except keep them

weeded. Over the last few years, there's

supposed to have been -- when you do the

Bratenahl Blooms, I think the flower sale, some

of those flowers are supposed to be donated and

to put into the corner boxes.

I found out just recently that last year

they were supposed to be donated, but they

actually came out of my budget, so this year no,

we're not doing it unless they are donated just

for budget constraints, because our landscape

budget is on the ground floor, so.

MS. MEADE: Then for the boxes, if they

haven't been weeded yet, will they before the

Memorial Day parade?

MR. ZALAR: Oh, absolutely. The

weather, right now we're catching up on grass,

but everything will be done and pretty, pretty by

the time Memorial Day gets here.

MS. MEADE: Would you be receptive for

residents if they wanted to adopt planter boxes
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and plant some low-growing annuals for some

color?

MR. ZALAR: I wouldn't have an issue

with that. We're still going to have to water.

Right now with the perennials that are in there,

I let them grow on their own. I give them a

trickle of water once in a while, but once we get

into the season where it starts to brown and it

gets hot, I'm watering every day for three hours.

I mean, it's up to the Village if they want me to

go out there and spend three hours watering

corner boxes every day.

MS. MEADE: How do you feel about

flowers, would you prefer it just to be the

perennials?

MAYOR LICASTRO: Well, I would suggest

that we wait and see what happens this weekend

with Bratenahl Blooms and what indeed is donated.

There seems to always be some flowers leftover.

I'm not sure if that's going to happen.

MS. GALLAGHER: Sometimes there are.

There's a resident last year for a very low fee

has purchased all of the remainder. This year,

however, the group has not ordered an abundance

over, so they don't plan on there being a lot
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left. There might be some certainly, but in the

past that's what happened, whatever is left.

MAYOR LICASTRO: But even if it's four

or five flats, I mean, that's a lot of flowers.

Let's see what happens this weekend. Certainly

any resident that wants to come forward and

donate flowers and time, we welcome that as long

as it works in concert with Mr. Zalar. We might

have to have you sign a waiver just to be careful

with the law, but we never say no to an offer

like that. Let's see what comes out this weekend

and then we can pursue it.

Anyone else? Thank you. Before we get

to committee reports, Mr. Matty has asked that I

distribute this to Council. Do you want to

explain what this is?

MR. MATTY: That was a filing that was

made today by 12 of the community in the

Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District. It is

the filing for a motion for preliminary

injunction asking the court to stop the

implementation of the stormwater management plan

and fee provisions that the Northeast Ohio

Regional Sewer District wanted to implement by

July 1 of this year.
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There is a pretrial tomorrow. We are

before our third judge, Tom Pokorny, who is

assigned this case in a special docket. And the

65 communities that are in the case, including

Bratenahl, will be before the judge in a pretrial

tomorrow. And this issue will have to be

scheduled for hearing.

We have in the Village filed, in concert

with Adam and my office, a motion for more

definite statement, which still has not been

answered either by the Plaintiff or ruled upon by

the court as with many of the other communities

who have also filed the same type of motion, so

I'll have an update for you on the case status in

June.

I thought I would bring this to Council

and the Mayor this evening, though, because it

has a good historical description of this entire

case and what is being attempted here by the

district, so if you read it for that purpose and

that purpose alone, you will become up-to-date

with probably more history on their authority

than you want to know, but at least it will show

you what is at stake in court.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Read through it. If
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you have any questions, please contact Mr. Matty.

Thank you, Mr. Matty.

MR. DAANE: Does the Village have an

official position on this yet? This issue, I

know the majority of metropolitan area have a

stormwater fee. It's probably going to happen at

some point, but does Bratenahl have a position

yet.

MAYOR LICASTRO: As Mr. Matty described,

we're taking a position to ask for more

information. And once that's ruled on, it will

be up to Council to see what the next step is.

MR. DAANE: Okay. That might be

something to consider in the greening of the

code, because you'll be able to get rebates for

rainbarrels and rain gardens. It goes sort of

hand in hand with this issue.

MAYOR LICASTRO: The biggest problem is

communities with a lot of commercial income,

shopping centers, et cetera, et cetera, fees for

them can be tens of thousands of dollars a month.

And also gated communities with a lot of

cul-de-sacs and asphalt.

You're correct, it would seem that the

stormwater management should be done by Northeast
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Regional. There's some question whether or not

the law that authorizes them actually goes that

far. So we're just tracking this. We're part of

the process, but we haven't taken a true position

yet. At some point in time Council is going to

have to determine what that position is.

MR. DAANE: As a point of reference, one

of the large stadiums downtown, but one of them

has determined $10,000 a year for them. So sort

of prorate that down to the homeowner, I think

it's less than $50 a year for your average home,

but it's not going to be the Wal-Marts, like the

Mayor said, are going to get hit, but I don't

think it's really going to hurt Bratenahl.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Most places in

Bratenahl will be between four and $8 a month,

but there's exceptions to that. This has caused

a lot of -- you talk about killing trees, how

much paperwork has this generated? It's

incredible. I bet the stack is like that

(indicating) motions to dismiss, pretrial. Right

now we don't have a position. At some point in

time we will. Yes, Mr. Stephan.

MR. STEPHAN: Are we talking about the

Sewer District or is that later?
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MAYOR LICASTRO: We're talking about it

right now.

MR. STEPHAN: I thought we decided to

join as a Council --

MS. BECKENBACH: We did.

MR. STEPHAN: -- with the complaint.

We've taken a position.

MAYOR LICASTRO: The position was to ask

for more information.

MR. MATTY: Then we will take action

after that. Our motion for more information is

still pending. It's not been ruled upon by the

court. There's no need to file a follow-up to

that until we see what the court does with our

motion. And there are about 13 other communities

that are in the exact same position, so we'll

find out tomorrow from Judge Pokorny. If he

rules that they must amend their complaint to

comply with our motion, we'll get a new complaint

then which we will answer.

MR. STEPHAN: So then we'll reconsider

the new complaint?

MR. MATTY: At that time. If the judge

rules against our motion, then we will consider

filing our position to the complaint, but as the
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Mayor said, there are a lot of issues in this

case, some of which include home rule issue, some

of which include communities that are already

assessing these fees, and some of which include

communities that are already doing their own

stormwater management.

So the history goes back to the early

70s, 72 to 75, and Judge McMonagle's orders for

the sanitary sewer district are -- put it this

way, different in substance than what is being

attempted here. And that's all I'll say for now,

because the rest we'll have to argue in court.

MAYOR LICASTRO: As a matter of fact,

Bratenahl has a stormwater management program.

We are actually going to reconvene that

commission with Mr. Matty in attendance sometime

in the next few weeks. I think Mr. Kesselem is

the liaison, so we're looking for some dates,

probably early to middle June, to keep that

viable. But the breath and scope of this case is

just overwhelming, so we'll keep you posted.

MR. STEPHAN: The second question I have

is the water fee credit policy, is that part of

the litigation?

MR. MATTY: The credit policy has just
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been circulated to the communities for

commentary. It is part of the litigation as it

relates to this motion because part of this

motion is asking the court to have the Northeast

Ohio Regional Sewer District stop communications

about this project with a number of communities

until the court decides whether or not the

district has authority to pursue this program.

So there are issues. It's kind of like

the cart is before the horse on some of these

issues and we're trying to get those issues

clarified by the court and put in a chronological

order so we don't find that we have a program and

we're still arguing about it in court. That's

kind of where we are today Council.

MR. STEPHAN: And my third question is

we had a presentation here several months ago

about the Euclid Creek Tunnel and new

construction on the eastern end of the Village.

Will that be delayed as this action works its way

through the courts; or will the Sewer District

continue with their tunneling program in spite of

the legal program?

MR. MATTY: I can only tell you that if

the district, whatever projects they are doing
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now, they are doing with their sanitary

stormwater money resources. They don't have any

resources to do stormwater work. They only have

resources to do sanitary sewer work.

So if they're out doing stormwater work

now, they are using monies from a different fund

to do that and I don't believe that's legal. I

don't know what this project is, but to my

knowledge, there's no stormwater projects that

have yet been started because to be honest with

you, they're not starting to collect funds, at

least they anticipated they will start to collect

funds for those programs July 1. They don't have

a fund set up to do stormwater projects now.

MR. STEPHAN: I understand. Does anyone

know whether this presentation was sanitary?

MAYOR LICASTRO: That's done as a

sanitary project, because it involves the

combined sewer overflows. So that I think is

mostly funded, I'm not sure if it's fully funded.

It's actually a half a billion dollar project

that is still ongoing. I don't think what Mr.

Matty is referring to pertains to that project.

That's sanitary, this is stormwater. They're

really two separate issues.
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Thank you. Moving to committee reports.

Finance.

MR. McDONALD: Finance Committee met on

May the 10th. Meeting was called to order at

5:30. Present were myself, George Mateyo, Bill

Bolton, and also present was Mayor John Licastro.

The current CCA and property tax receipts were

reviewed. It was reported that CCA revenue

continued to come in ahead of pace.

We didn't have May's payment at that

point in time, but since May's payment in, the

CCA is coming in at about a million 380. And we

all understand how the volatility of that

collection is though. Property tax was close,

but slightly behind the budgeted amount. Estate

taxes of $26,000 had been received which had not

been budgeted. The Mayor reported that the

Village stands to recover $6,400 from a drug bust

in the Village. We haven't received that money

yet, but we have been approved by the court to

get that.

It was stated, as I just said, that the

good new, this is all good news, but tax receipts

are extremely volatile and we must remain

diligent in managing expenses and continue to use
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the budget for our planning process. Apropos of

that a lengthy discussion ensued regarding our

alternatives for increasing revenues to the

Village. Several documents were distributed

showing the tax burden on Bratenahl residents

versus other Cuyahoga County cities.

The property tax rates ranged from

Cleveland to Shaker Heights at 110 mills to

Brooklyn Heights at 49. Bratenahl was below the

median at 69.7. Income tax rates range from

Parma Heights at three percent to Hunting Valley

at zero. Bratenahl is in the bottom quarter at

one and a half percent. Each city has its own

credit and credit limit that affects the net tax

paid; Bratenahl's credit is 50 percent with a 75

basis point limit.

It was noted that our relatively low tax

rates is due to the excellent historic

stewardship and expense management carried out by

prior administrations and Councils. It allows us

to contemplate increasing some rates without us

becoming one of the higher taxing cities.

Various ideas were discussed and the pros and

cons of each were voiced.

And this discussion was presented as a
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first step in the process that will lead to the

vote on the current levy, which will occur in

November. We did not arrive at any answers at

this meeting. Several documents had been

distributed, will be distributed, and I have some

with me that show how various tax increase rates

would increase the revenue to the Village.

Attendees, and all of you, are being

asked to begin discussing this with your friends

and neighbors and bring feedback to future

meetings. And everyone is welcome to future

Finance Committee meetings. And the Audit

Committee has been notified that they will be

called upon to help us work through this process,

also.

We have to agree on our approach as was

just announced, the recording or the deadline for

putting things on the ballot is now the first of

August, so sometime in July we have to come up

with a plan as the budget shows we are eating up

almost the entire carry-over, so we are not

operating in the black. And if we do eat up the

carry-over, we won't have anything to lean on

next year, so we do have to do something as it

relates to revenues in the Village.
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MAYOR LICASTRO: Any questions? Dr.

Secura.

DR. SECURA: I'd like to refer to Future

Search. I think there was a subgroup that was

financed. I was wondering what the interaction

is between that committee and Future Search.

MR. McDONALD: Talking about new sources

of revenues? Nobody walked to that box. Nobody

was interested.

DR. SECURA: I didn't know that. Thank

you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: But other committees

are dealing with things like commercial

development, residential development. I mean,

there's things out there. Unfortunately, for

example, 140th Street, Ms. Beckenbach has a very

detailed report on the progress there. The

trouble is that our need is pretty immediate and

real. And, you know, Mr. McDonald made a comment

that's critical. We have to agree that our

approach to this is reasonable, because whatever

we put at the ballot box we can't afford to have

fail.

And in this kind of an economy, getting

any kind of a tax increase is going to be a very,
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very difficult task. So we're hoping amongst all

of us, and I don't mean just this body, I mean

everybody, we can come up with an approach that's

reasonable and well-explained, well-justified to

give us the revenue we need to offer our basic

level of services.

MR. McDONALD: I sincerely invite you to

Finance Committee.

MAYOR LICASTRO: I'm assuming you'll

have probably a meeting with the audit committee.

MS. MEADE: I know in the past, Mr.

Mayor, you repeatedly said increasing taxes are

our last resort not our first resort. I was

wondering with the pending levy coming up in

November, the discussions, I know you've done

budget cuts as part of your appropriations as one

step and now we've heard about various tax

increases and combinations without any kind of

definitive recommendation at this point.

Do you anticipate any other options on

the table outside of a combination of tax

increase?

MR. McDONALD: Yeah. We're going to

look at everything, but I think you heard tonight

from Mr. Zalar about his budget. The budgets
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have been -- they were chopped as deeply as they

felt they could be chopped on this past budget.

We will always look to readdress that. We feel

like we're running very, very tightly. We will

address that before we finalize what we're going

to do on the tax front. But we're operating

under the same expense level from how many years?

We're less actually.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We cut almost $200,000

out of the budget in the last couple years. And

in order to maintain our level of services, we're

not sure where else there is no cut.

MS. MEADE: If I understand, outside of

increasing taxes, then the only other option I'm

hearing, and correct me if I'm wrong, was to look

at cutting your budget, which you've already done

for this year, correct? So those were the only

two things that are kind of on the table?

MR. McDONALD: Well, we're now talking

about 2011, because this budget is in place and

it looks like it's going to work. So we have to

figure out what we're going to do in 2011. So we

would be talking about whatever budget cuts would

be cut in 2011. We'll look at that. We will

also look if there's any way to get current
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income from other sources, but as the Mayor said,

140th, the first shovel won't go in the ground

for a long time. And they certainly won't be

generating any revenue for a quite a while after

that.

MS. MEADE: My other question, I don't

know if it's as a public record or this

information exists, if residents wanted to know

what the average cost for full-time employees,

for example, full-time service person meaning

their salary, their PERS, Workers' Comp, all

their benefits, unemployment, do we have that

information for what the average full-time

service person, full-time police, full-time

dispatcher, and full-time administration, can we

get that, Jim?

MR. GALLAGHER: That does not exist as a

current public record.

MS. MEADE: Can you create that or can

you provide full-time salaries and all the

information and I could add them up and divide

it?

MR. GALLAGHER: All the ordinances

contain what everybody makes.

MS. MEADE: Does it have a number of
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employees full-time and each one's salary?

MR. GALLAGHER: We'll talk about it

later.

MS. MEADE: Can you provide me with the

information I'm requesting?

MR. GALLAGHER: Not as a public record.

MS. MEADE: Can you provide it to me?

MR. GALLAGHER: It will take some time.

MS. MEADE: Will you provide it?

MR. GALLAGHER: Yes.

MS. MEADE: Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Kesselem.

MR. KESSELEM: This also, I guess,

pertains to finance. I've gone to just a few of

the meetings that we've had since Future Search

regarding some of the Future Search committees

that have started. I think Council needs to

start to consider some sort of funding for some

of these projects that we are looking at. It

doesn't need necessarily to be on this year's

budget, but in the coming year it needs to be

brought out that some of these projects that

we're looking to try to do and create needs some

source of funding from the General Fund. It's

senseless to put us all through the actions and
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not be able to start to put forth some of these

efforts that we're doing.

MR. McDONALD: Then those committees

that are looking at needs for funds, they need to

put together a budget and present that to the

Finance Committee and we'll use that in our

priority setting and what we need to do to fund

that. You're right.

MR. KESSELEM: I think I'm more

attention to us as Council members to understand

that we have citizens working on stuff that feel

that these are necessary and/or wish list things.

And let's see if we can have it happen, but it

can't happen, as we know, without any sort of

funding.

MR. McDONALD: They need to let us know

what they think that those kind of budget numbers

are going to be.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Let me respond to that.

Mr. Kesselem, as we look ahead to the revenue we

know we need, the additional revenue, we can't

exist by eating up $300,000 of carry-over which

aren't going to be there next year. Those are

the things we need to consider. Besides the rise

in costs of inflation and cost of living, we
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haven't given our employees raises now for a

couple of years. That's all part and parcel.

And that's what we have to do, to tell

the residents we don't need money for things that

are superfluous. We need them for basic services

and things in which they are intricately

involved. Ms. Meade.

MS. MEADE: Just a question for Mr.

McDonald. If you're looking for project budgets

for consideration, when ideally would be the time

you would want to receive them for your

committee?

MR. McDONALD: As soon as possible,

because this group is going to have to set

priorities and we're going to say -- we're going

to arrive at a collective judgment of what we can

get passed in the way of increases; or where can

we get additional revenue. And then we've got

the numbers of what each kind of increase will

increase our revenues. And then if we say, okay,

this project is going to cost $100,000, this

project is going to cost $10,000, we have to go

through a process of prioritizing those. And,

unfortunately, some of them are going to get

delayed.
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MS. MEADE: With the groups that are

meeting, when you say "ASAP", can you give a

month so they can get the word out so they know

how fast they need to work on them?

MR. McDONALD: We have to have this

ballot on August 1.

MAYOR LICASTRO: August 4.

MR. McDONALD: August 1.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We have to pass two

pieces of legislation. Mr. Matty and I were

talking about this today. So we need to do it --

the fourth is the deadline. We have to do it

before the fourth.

MR. McDONALD: All of this has to come

together in July and we can call a special

meeting.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Then, of course, we're

going to need people to volunteer to carry the

message out to the voters. And we'll have to

have a committee for whatever action we need to

take. And hopefully those of you that believe

what we're doing makes sense, will help us in

getting the message out. It's not going to be

easy. Mr. Mateyo, do you have a question?

MR. MATEYO: In light of Councilman
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Kesselem's comment, the Future Search was planned

months and months and months ago. It was on the

agenda last November. We had changed the date to

April and May. So, therefore, we knew what kind

of budget it was. It would seem to me that if

there are committees that are formed with people,

they need to go to finance as we just discussed

and they need to do it now, but we can't take it

away from Rec Commission to do this or give it to

here to do that. It's still an expense of

Bratenahl.

So it's on the calendar. We know what

it's going to be, when it's going to be there.

So this is ridiculous the last minute to say we

want $1,000 or $2,000 from this to do that.

MR. McDONALD: What are you referring

to?

MR. MATEYO: I'm referring to Future

Search the Rec Commission now all of a sudden,

oh, Rec Commission, you pay for this and that.

Nothing wrong with finance. It just seems to me

when it's set, we have a budget set, let's make

sure.

MR. McDONALD: This was referring to

these that came from Future Search are now saying
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we'd like to have this project. And we need to

be told how much this is going to be, not talk

about what we talked about last month.

MR. MATEYO: I understand. I'm just

saying the process should be what's Future Search

going to cost. That's in the past, I realize

that, but not to go to Rec Commission and say,

hey, we need your help on this and that. It

needs to be a budget item.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Mateyo, for

clarification. For example, Mr. Kesselem's

committee is working on --

MR. KESSELEM: He's bringing up two

different subjects.

MAYOR LICASTRO: -- a website and

upgrading a website that's going to create the

need for additional funds. And I think that's

what Mr. Kesselem is referring to.

MR. KESSELEM: Partly. That's one

committee. There's sustainability committee

which we met the other night and we got some

great ideas, but it's also going to need some

funding, a master plan, you know, it can't be

just paperwork. There's going to have to be

something that happens with that.
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The facility planners, whoever is on

that group, there's going to be stuff there that

they're going to have a wish for that probably

should be done, but we got to look at those, just

keep it in the back of our heads that there's

going to be a list there that is going to be the

wish list from Future Search. And if we just

keep it as a wish list, we just blew three days

of our time at Future Search just to go through

motions. And I don't want that to happen.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Ms. Gallagher.

MS. GALLAGHER: Just a comment on Future

Search. I hear what you're saying, Andy, and I

agree with it. The only concern I have is not

only the Village of Bratenahl, the city, the

state, everyone is under an incredible budget

crunch. Besides the government individuals are

that, also.

While I totally agree that everyone's

been spending time on Future Search, I believe

that part of those individual groups are not only

to say like my group A wants this, this, this,

this is on our wish list. I think as part of

that process those folks should say this is how

we feel we could finance it. And that might be a
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fundraiser, it might be creative, but it's just

like if I can't pay my electric bill, I don't say

you pay it. You have to come up with creative.

And I think some of those wish list elements can

be fundraised. We can look into grants and

stuff. I'm not saying all of them, I understand,

but we have to get really creative just like

everyone else has.

I think it would be wrong at this point

to think that just because we come up with these

fabulous ideas that this group is going to pay

for them, because there's only 1,300 residents.

MR. KESSELEM: I'm more in line that if

we're going to go for a good sustainability

grant, we have to have energy audits. We're

going to have to pay for an energy audit for

somebody to do.

MR. DAANE: The county is going to pay

for it.

MR. KESSELEM: But we keep going this

way, do we need funds, do we not need funds? We

don't know that. I'm not saying that it's

$100,000. I don't know what those numbers are.

I just think that as a Council we can't just sit

back and say this isn't going to cost the Village
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anything for these ideas. There's got to be

something in there for that.

MAYOR LICASTRO: There's a cost for

everything we do. And one of the things to

sustainability is to find a way to make the

Village financially sustainable as well. We just

can't hope for drug bust money or a carry-over, I

mean, we just can't hope. We need to have a

strategy to go forward.

All right. Let's move on. Public

improvements, Mr. Bolton.

MR. BOLTON: Public Improvements

Committee met two days ago, Monday the 17th.

There were three items on the agenda. The first

concerned the beginning of the process of the

looking into the NOPEC grant, which the Mayor

brought to Council roughly two months ago. The

people there were Councilman Kesselem, Councilman

Stephan, myself, the Mayor, Ms. Meade, Mr.

Gudbranson and Ms. Peterson.

We discussed some of the potential

options, which are very wide. They go from the

possibility of purchasing a new diesel police car

to solar cells on the roof of the Community

Center.
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The feeling of the meeting was to

identify where the savings might be through a

professional analysis, particularly with the

building, what energy savings could be realized

and what it might cost, evaluate those

alternatives, discuss them, decide, submit for

potential grant. The Mayor reported that Ms.

Laura Bacci volunteered to help the Village

Engineer Don Bierut with the grant, which was

very much appreciated.

The second issue concerned CEI's concern

about the electric vault in front of the Roediger

property on Eddy Road. After discussion, the

Mayor was going to try and reach CEI, because the

vault is not currently in use, if they would

permit no changes being made at this time.

The third item on the agenda was to

initiate a process for discussion of whether

there were opportunities at the property formally

called the Roediger property, now called the

Bratenahl Bird Sanctuary, to reflect the interest

of the Roediger family in naming opportunities.

There was a long discussion.

Factors included that recognition should

include a number of donors if any recognition is
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given. Then Village typically has not given

recognition with the exception perhaps of Burton

Avenue or Coit. The local branch of the Western

Reserve Land Conservancy said that they would be

willing to consider certain limited signage

alternatives so long as it incorporated

recognition of all donors.

I'd like to just read what I drew up,

which was not accepted and is not intended to be

an example. It was just I brought this up as a

potential level of recognition that might be

acceptable to all parties.

This green space, previously owned by

the Roediger family, was conserved for the people

of Bratenahl through the hard work of the Western

Reserve Land Conservancy and the generous

contribution of, and then it lists the many

donors who made it possible, and CELCP.

So there will be another meeting

bringing the Western Reserve Land Conservancy,

the Roediger family and any interested members of

the community to further discuss exactly what

makes sense. And I invite anyone who would like

to come.

MR. DAANE: Have you set a date for that
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meeting, Bill?

MR. BOLTON: That has not been set yet.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Any other questions?

Thank you. Legislative.

MR. MATEYO: A regularly scheduled

legislative committee meeting was called to order

on Monday, May 3, at 5:30 p.m.. The main agenda

was a presentation by personnel from the

Cleveland Division of Water. Joining us tonight

were Mr. Alex Margevicius, assistant

commissioner; Ms. Julianne Kurdila, the chief

assistant director of law; and Ms. Margaret A.

Jackson, manager of public outreach of

legislative affairs.

Very simplistically, the Cleveland Water

Department, or CWD, proposed a contract between

the Village of Bratenahl and CWD that would:

One, transfer ownership of the water system of

Bratenahl, Ohio to the Cleveland Water Division.

Two, the Cleveland Water Division would

assume total responsibility for maintenance,

repair, replacement of the Bratenahl water system

assets. Three, Bratenahl would have no liability

in the water system in the future. Four,

currently water system projects within Bratenahl

are completed by Bratenahl Village Service

Department and/or outside contractors.

Five, Bratenahl would stop spending for

all water system projects. Six, the annual

expense that Bratenahl pays for the unmetered use

of water for hydrants vis-a-vis for street

cleaning would cease. Seven, Bratenahl could

benefit from the potential sale to Cleveland

Water Department of parts and equipment for

hydrants that Bratenahl may or may not currently

own.

Eight, Bratenahl property owners would

remain responsible for the water that flows

through their meters, as well as repair and

replacement of the water system assets on their

properties.

There were a number of questions that

arose following the meeting, such as, one, does

the Cleveland Water Department maintain the

hydrants; two, we need to have a strong

definition of maintenance and inspections,

flushing, painting, et cetera.

Three, Bratenahl maintenance schedule

and replacement schedule; and four, would, in

fact, the Cleveland Water Department purchase
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repair equipment that Bratenahl may or may not

have.

It was suggested that Don Bierut be

contacted to investigate the Cleveland Water

Department proposal. There are many unanswered

questions, but the committee thanked the people

from the Cleveland Division Water for their time,

handouts and fine presentation.

I have several of the handouts here if

anybody would like to see them. The committee

hopes to have Tom Jamieson at its next scheduled

meeting, which is Monday, June 7, 2010 at 5:30 to

discuss the housing and code inspection process.

George Mateyo.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Mateyo, did the

committee make a recommendation on the water

service agreement?

MR. MATEYO: We can't, because we don't

know what Mr. Bierut thinks. I think it's a

terrific sounding proposal. I think everybody

thought the same thing.

MAYOR LICASTRO: But you're looking for

more input?

MR. MATEYO: I don't know if it's legal

or not. One Village signed up to do it. 17 or
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18 talked with, but they haven't made a decision.

I don't want to be the second committee that says

let's go.

MAYOR LICASTRO: There are over a dozen

communities that have already signed up for this

agreement.

MR. MATEYO: Really? The material they

gave out that night to Council authorized the

Mayor to sign was one, that was North Randall.

MAYOR LICASTRO: No, there's at least a

dozen that signed up. Regardless, if you're

looking for more information, first of all, I

want to thank your committee for dealing with

this issue. We've been talking around it for a

couple of years, but I think garnering more

information while it moves forward is great.

Thank you.

MR. ROBINS: I didn't hear you say

anything about the quid pro quo. Why is it that

the Cleveland Water System and Cleveland would do

this? And if you recall, it was related to the

issue of poaching of businesses. And if you

poach a business from Cleveland, you have to

provide 50 percent of the income tax for five

years.
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MR. MATEYO: I didn't put that in there,

Rich. To me, it's not a nonevent, but it's

pretty much a nonevent. There are so many other

issues, I tried to summarize it. This is 11

pages. I didn't think we wanted the court

reporter to have to go through all 11 pages.

MAYOR LICASTRO: For example, Mr.

Mateyo, when communities come before DOPWIC for

monies for Ohio Public Works, the integrated

committee, to improve infrastructure, there are

points given to communities that have agreed to

the water service agreements. So there are

benefits even beyond what you mentioned. I think

getting some input from Mr. Bierut makes sense.

I've talked to Mr. Bierut and he thinks it's

something we should consider.

MR. MATEYO: I think the committee was

very, very strongly in favor of going forward

with it.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Keep in mind that if

indeed that's a formal recommendation, at some

point in time Council will have to instruct Mr.

Matty to draft an ordinance that would formalize

the process.

MR. KESSELEM: Does the contract need to
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be looked over by Mr. Matty?

MAYOR LICASTRO: Have you seen these

water service areas, Mr. Matty?

MR. MATTY: No, I have not.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Secura.

DR. SECURA: George, I didn't hear any

downside analysis, application of law and the

intended consequences. And I kind of feel when

someone says give us something, I'm looking

around where is the catch. I don't hear any

catch here.

MR. McDONALD: That's what Mr. Robins

was talking about.

MR. MATEYO: I don't know every one of

them.

MAYOR LICASTRO: The catch Mr. Robin's

mentioned is significant. For example, when the

City of Cleveland had the Cavaliers practice

facility moved from Cleveland to Independence,

they struck a deal where for five years the two

communities would share the income tax revenue.

Those people make a lot of money.

So for communities that have commercial

concerns, commercial districts where companies

are moving from one community to another, there
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is a significant potential loss of revenue at

least for that five-year period. But what this

was intended to do besides deal with what most

communities consider a liability, their water

system, is to create a spirit of cooperation and

regionalism among the communities so we don't

poach each other's companies, we agree to share

the revenue for at least a five-year period to

make a move less harmful and less of an impact.

DR. SECURA: I don't see how that

applies.

MR. KESSELEM: Right, it doesn't really

apply very well to the Village of Bratenahl. We

just happen to be in a district where Cleveland

surrounds us, so it fits us really to a T, but

not to a Beachwood or even a Euclid where the two

can poach each others businesses away. We can't

lose business.

MR. MATEYO: I'm sure there are

downsides. However, in light of the fact that

finance and budget and everything else that we're

talking about, where do we find it, it just seems

to me if the water department is saying we'll

take over maintenance, we'll take over this,

we'll take over that and, by the way, if you have
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extra pliers or plumbs, we may take those as

well. There has to be downsides. I don't know

them.

DR. SECURA: Do you understand the

motivation of them doing this?

MR. MATEYO: Oh, absolutely, down the

road.

DR. SECURA: What is their motivation.

MAYOR LICASTRO: It's the poaching

agreement. That's it.

MR. ROBINS: That's it. That's what

drove it from the very beginning. Mayor Jackson

had had a lot of businesses in Cleveland poached

by surrounding communities who gave inducements

for them to move. And he said, well, what

leverage do I have? The leverage he had was the

water system and so that's what started the whole

thing.

MR. MATEYO: We're not going to -- where

are we going to put them? It just seems to me in

light of our budget problems, I thought they did

a great job and Mr. Bierut helped us with the

contract.

DR. SECURA: Great piece of work.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Thank you, Mr. Mateyo.
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Any more questions?

MR. ROBINS: Is that the completion of

your report?

MR. MATEYO: Yes.

MR. ROBINS: Well, there's a key item

that's left out.

MR. STEPHAN: At the end of the meeting

I submitted a draft of the mission statement for

the communications committee to be included in

the minutes and the report of that committee.

MR. MATEYO: I'm sorry, I didn't read

them in.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We have Future Search

committee updates. Why don't you present it

then.

MR. KESSELEM: This is not a part of

that.

MAYOR LICASTRO: This is something for

Council.

MR. MATEYO: This is part of Legislative

Committee that Mr. Stephan presented a mission

statement such that the communications committee

champions an open transparent forum using

processes and technologies to deliver and to

receive complete, accurate, and timely
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information of interest and value to and from

residents, staff, and external stakeholders

regarding Village business.

MR. KESSELEM: It brings up a question

that I have for Mr. Matty. If he could clarify

for Council, it seemed to be that Chair had asked

Matty to look into the legal proceedings that we

need to proceed with or what I believe we voted

on had a 5/0 number to begin a communications

committee, a standing committee for Council. And

it's in the minutes today.

And it seemed to be postponed regarding

a citizens committee. I think that's working

backwards. I think if Council votes on a

committee and we ask our solicitor to begin

proceedings to give us information, what am I

missing here?

MS. BECKENBACH: Are you suggesting --

I'm trying to understand. Are you suggesting

that the Future Search communications committee

become part of?

MR. KESSELEM: No. Last Council meeting

we voted to have a standing communications

committee, but we asked for, what we need to know

is what legal paperwork we need to put through to
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continue that process.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We talked about a

60-day period of time to assess how much progress

was made with what is now a Future Search

committee. And at the end of that time --

MR. KESSELEM: I disagree. Future

Search is Future Search. This is Council. This

is a Council committee.

MAYOR LICASTRO: All right.

MR. KESSELEM: We want to use the 60

days to continue doing that, also. So we needed

some information from Mr. Matty to begin that.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Can you draw something

up for us, Mr. Matty, which we can distribute to

Council.

MR. MATTY: Yes.

MR. MATEYO: I wrote the email to the

law firm that these are the things that we need

to do as the communications committee.

MR. MATTY: We emailed you back.

MR. MATEYO: Correct.

MR. MATTY: Beginning the process.

MR. MATEYO: You did email me back not

to continue the process. I just want to make

sure we will continue with the process and how to
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draft it.

MR. MATTY: We will. Council, and I

apologize, but Council must understand that we've

been employed since the 21st of April. I have 17

boxes of files.

MR. KESSELEM: I didn't want to put you

right in the hot seat on it, but I just want to

know because we're new to it, too.

MR. MATTY: I understand the intent.

There are other communities that have

communication committees in place and Council

needs to take action by resolution. And Mr.

Mateyo's committee, as the Legislative Committee,

is where we'll go, but we had a couple of items

to answer right away and we did and we'll get to

this as soon as we can.

MR. MATEYO: Thank you.

MS. MEADE: So is a resolution the

primary step that's required?

MR. MATTY: Yes.

MS. MEADE: And that's it?

MR. MATTY: Yes.

MR. STEPHAN: I need your opinion to

support the Council's decision or Council's

action what we should do. We need some direction
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from you, but according to the rules of order

governing Council of the Village of Bratenahl,

which were passed in 2002 and updated in 2006,

the procedure is a majority vote of Council Rule

15, the rule change process. And it appears that

we simply need a majority of Council to create.

MAYOR LICASTRO: You need a piece of

legislation, more than just a motion.

MR. MATTY: Because it's going to be a

committee and it's going to be interacting with

the residents, I would recommend a resolution so

that we have it in writing exactly what

committees, not only the mission statement, but

the makeup, the purpose, and how you're going to

interact.

MR. STEPHAN: That's exactly the reason

that the request was made to you to allow that 60

days window to establish a missions statement and

come up with those rules and objectives and so

forth and now 30 days are gone.

MR. MATTY: Well, part of that all has

to be done so we can draft the ordinance. Part

of that is in the ordinance. Your purpose, your

constituency, your interaction, what you're going

to do, that all -- you can't draft this in a
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vacuum.

So now that we have a mission statement,

if we have any other information that Council

wants this committee in the form of an existence

and what they're going to do, get it to us as

soon as you can.

MR. KESSELEM: Is there anything else

that we can do to help you with that process?

MR. MATTY: No, we'll produce a draft

resolution. And if we don't hit the mark in

certain areas, Mr. Mateyo's committee will tell

us.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Thank you. Safety.

MS. BECKENBACH: Safety did not meet.

We will be meeting next Monday at 5:30 in Village

Hall.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Community Affairs.

MS. BECKENBACH: Community Affairs did

not -- yes, we did. We normally meet on Monday

two days ago, but we didn't because Mr. Bolton

had his committee on that day, but we did meet on

April 26. And the agenda was the Cleveland

Restoration Society Heritage Loan Program.

There was a resident who wanted to take

part in this program. And we do not have it in
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the Village at this time. But we had a guest

speaker, Kathleen Crowther. She is a historic

preservation specialist. She is the executive

director. And then the historic preservation

specialist, Jamie Bertrum, were the guest

speakers.

The Cleveland Restoration Society is a

partner of the National Trust for Historic

Preservation, was founded in 1972. The Heritage

Loan Program's mission is to provide low fixed

APRs at 3.5 percent for a five to 10 year term

for interior and exterior projects. And Key Bank

is the primary lender.

This program is a membership driven

entity. The cost to the Village would be an

annual fee of $8,800. The fee is based on the

current house pricing scheme, the number of

eligible units in the Village and the median

income of all Village residents. A homeowner

must meet criteria of the National Register of

Historic Places to also qualify for the loan.

The single to three family homes must

have a market value less than $500,000 for an

interior or exterior improvement loan.

Properties with a value of between $500,000 and
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$750,000 are eligible for exterior improvements

only. The homeowner may request a loan of up to

$75,000. And this loan interest rate is three

and a half percent.

This is a program that might accompany

the current loan program that we have in the

Village called the Housing Enhancement Loan

Program, HELP, which is operated by the County

Treasurer's office. This program is offered to

the Village at no cost. The HELP program allows

homeowners in most Cuyahoga County communities to

borrow money, up to a maximum of $200,000 for

repairing or remodeling homes at three percentage

points below a bank's market rate for home

improvement loans. Residents of the Village,

several residents of the Village have taken

advantage of this program.

The committee understands the inherent

value and nature of the Heritage Loan Program and

its importance to an older and historic community

such as Bratenahl. We unanimously recommend that

the Community Affairs committee again review this

program at a later date due to the current

financial circumstances of the Village. That

ends my report.
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MAYOR LICASTRO: Any questions?

MR. KESSELEM: I think we all agreed on

Community Affairs that it's a worthwhile program,

but it needs more participation from villagers.

MS. BECKENBACH: Right now they have a

better deal if they go for the free program from

the county than they would by going through the

Heritage Loan Program.

MAYOR LICASTRO: And unless we come up

with $8,000, we're not part of the program.

MR. KESSELEM: I think it would need a

lot of Village participation to say we want to

have this kind of program so we could bank all of

those together.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Yes, Mr. Daane.

MR. DAANE: I'm using the Heritage Loan

Program for an investment property I just bought

on Detroit Shoreway and the interest rate was 1.4

percent. Maybe it's different in Cleveland.

Down the road I definitely would think we want

people to maintain their housing stock and the

HELP loan is great. If we can consider it, 1.4

percent is pretty amazing.

MR. KESSELEM: It's different in

Bratenahl. Each one is a little different.

Could I ask if there's time at

the next safety meeting that perhaps that be an

item on the agenda with the Chief there if

possible?

MS. BECKENBACH: To discuss what?

MR. BOLTON: To discuss whether there

are any reasonable cost items which could be done

which might reduce the number of accidents on the

highway, whether it's reflectors on the corner or

bumpers on the back of the cars. I don't know,

but I think it's something that deserves thought.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Well, certainly we have

to go through ODOT. That's their right-of-way.
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For example, today I asked ODOT to put up deer

signs. We had a deer/car collision a couple days

ago. They think that's easily done. And they're

looking at where they would be most easily

effective. It's a great idea, Mr. Bolton. We're

open to suggestions. I'm just not sure what we

can do.

MR. BOLTON: I think a number of people

thinking of it might come up with productive

ideas.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Well, the fact we have

a reputation for ticketing speeders helps. If

you saw the speeds at which people drive that

come into Mayor's Court, it's absolutely

incredible. 90s, 108, I mean, they're in a big

hurry to die.

MR. KESSELEM: Do we have an estimate,

Chief, how many tickets are written on 90

compared to the rest of the Village?

MAYOR LICASTRO: Oh, my goodness.

CHIEF DOLBOW: A large portion of the

tickets are more than that, probably 90 percent.

MS. KREINER: More than 90 percent of

ours are I-90.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Don't forget, a traffic
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stop on I-90 often leads to possession charge, a

driving under suspension, no current insurance,

so you might have six or seven tickets that

really result from one stop. So it wasn't like

we made 249 traffic stops. We probably made 130,

but of that there were multiple charges and

multiple citations.

MR. KESSELEM: Maybe we can talk about

this at the safety committee.

MR. STEPHAN: Another item for the

safety committee, in the minutes of the last

Village Council meeting, there was a reference

during the report or after the report of the

consideration of the EMS contract.

MS. BECKENBACH: That will be on the

agenda. We have all those statistics.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Thank you. Moving on,

I put Future Search updates on here. I don't

know if we need to spend more time on this. I

know I talked to Mr. Daane, the sustainability.

What's the acronym you came up with?

MR. DAANE: BSAT is the Bratenahl

Sustainability Action Team. We formed outside of

Future Search. We have six or seven initiatives

we're looking at. The most exciting is the wind
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turbine.

MAYOR LICASTRO: I spoke to Mr. Wade,

James Wade about that yesterday after we spoke.

He's open to an ongoing discussion.

MR. DAANE: Good.

MAYOR LICASTRO: The master plan

committee had a very short meeting. The email

wasn't properly circulated so we just met and

we'll meet again in early June to proceed with

the master plan. I know Mr. Kesselem's committee

has had two meetings.

MR. KESSELEM: Two meetings so far.

We're meeting every two weeks seems to be where

we're heading.

MAYOR LICASTRO: There's a lot of nice

activity. And Future Search was just a

tremendous outpouring of interest and concern.

70 some people gave up their weekend. It's just

fabulous how it went off. Thanks to Ms.

Gallagher and her details. Her attention to

detail, it was put on like everything else she

does with a touch of class. And thanks again to

Leslie Yerkes, she is charging us about $1,600

for materials and that's it. She normally

charges between eight and $12,000 for a Future
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Search. Not only did she do it gratis, but her

staff attended for all three days as well, as did

Diane Gary. We have lots of participation and

just a fabulous event.

MS. MEADE: Do we know the total cost?

MAYOR LICASTRO: I knew you were going

to ask that. I don't have it yet. We know that,

for example, we just added a Catalyst $1,164

invoice for materials. We don't have a final

total yet. We have yet to get the final cost on

the piece that's being drafted as well.

MS. MEADE: We know is that piece, is

that a stand-alone and when residents will

receive that?

MS. BECKENBACH: Went to print Monday.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We were pulling out

vacant addresses to try to save a few dollars.

It should be out within the next week or 10 days.

We'll have a final tally for you. Recreation

Commission.

MS. GALLAGHER: Parks and Recreation

Commission did meet. As far as Community Center

usage, security and maintenance, we are in the

process of obtaining competitive quotes for some

exterior painting. Pretty much the relief work
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on the outside. We have budgeted money for that.

Doesn't necessarily mean that we're going to have

it done. We also talked with Joe and his crew to

see if the Village could keep it internally and

do it cheaper, too. So we are going to try to be

making a decision about that this summer.

Email list continues. If anybody is

interested in receiving emails on upcoming

Bratenahl events, please email us at

Bratenahlcenter@sbcglobal.net and we will get

your name on the mailing list and you will be on

there. We don't share that list with any other

organization.

We are in the process of reviewing and

updating our policies and procedures manual. It

is policies and procedures, but it's also we have

not had any kind of increase in room rental

rates. So with the economy, we are really

looking at that not so much with a big hike of

local, with residents, but there's a good amount

of people more and more who are renting the

Community Center who are not residents. And so

we are thinking that that could be a slight bump

in revenue. So we're going to make sure that our

prices are reasonable instead of giveaway rates.
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We try to keep everything very

competitive and we're going to continue doing

that, but we think that will be a source of

better revenue. We haven't had a rate increase

in about four years. We're in the process of

doing that.

Upcoming events include the Community

Foundation plant sales is going to be this

Saturday and Sunday 10 to 4. Memorial Day

parade --

MAYOR LICASTRO: I'm sorry, isn't it 10

to 5 and 10 to 4?

MS. GALLAGHER: I'm sorry, it is.

MAYOR LICASTRO: 10 to 5 on Saturday, 10

to 4 on Sunday.

MS. GALLAGHER: Yeah. The Memorial Day

parade and ceremony is Monday, May 31.

Everything is on its way for that. The parade is

going to step off at ten a.m. at Coit Road. And

we have a separate committee for that. And

they've been doing a great job getting private

funds for that. So even though the event is

upgraded with the parade, the money has not been

upgraded so much. There's been a little bit, but

they're doing fund raising for that. And, of
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course, the ceremony will be at Village Hall

immediately after the parade.

The next Club 55, which is our seniors

group, will be Tuesday, June 15 at 10:00 a.m..

Community garden is up and running, no problems

with that. A lot of people have their gardens

in.

The police chief brought to my attention

there's a gentleman who provides a great women's

self-defense program. There's another officer

who contacted me who knows the gentleman, also,

and he's going to be trying to pick a day. So

you'll be hearing things about that upcoming.

It's going to be for all, any women in Bratenahl

who want to do it. We don't have a date picked

yet. It sounds like a great program and we will

be doing it and putting some information as soon

as he can pick a date for us and let us know when

he wants to do that. We're in the process of

doing that as well.

As far as our budget, we are on track

and we are very much sticking to our budget. Not

that we don't usually, but this year particularly

our revenue was down, as we knew it would, so

we're operating with less money than we did last
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year. And every nickel and dime, you know, we're

really making sure and also looking at new ways

of getting revenue in. There was a new group

that came in that's going to pay us a substantial

fee monthly just for the room rate. It's going

to be table tennis. It's great. There's a small

group of them. It's kind of a father/son team,

although anybody can play. They're going to pay

us a monthly fee to do that.

MR. BOLTON: When does that begin and

when will it be available?

MS. GALLAGHER: I called them yesterday.

It's going to start in June on Monday and

Wednesday starting at 5:30. They also want

Saturday mornings, but because every Saturday is

currently booked with baby showers and whatnot, I

told them they won't be able to have their third

day until July.

DR. SECURA: Is this in the gym?

MS. GALLAGHER: This is the gym.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Sounds like we struck a

competitive cord with Mr. Bolton.

MR. KESSELEM: Table tennis, not ping

pong, but they are serious players.

MR. BOLTON: My son is a nationally
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ranked player.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Good. Then I'm not

coming.

Ms. Gallagher, just for everyone's

information, the fun run and walk that's been

preceding our parade the last few years has been

cancelled; is that correct?

MS. GALLAGHER: Correct. The reason

being Jane Clark, who really took that on almost

single handily at the Shorby Club, is on to

Canterbury and there wasn't anybody else at

Shorby that was able to take it on this year. So

unfortunately, that will be cancelled.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Any questions?

MR. KESSELEM: I was made aware the

other day that one of the security lights out

back in the parking lot is flickering at night

and driving some residents crazy.

MS. GALLAGHER: Is that one of our

lights or one of CEI's light?

DR. SECURA: There's a pole number on

it. It's the closest to my house, John.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We have a website we

can use to inform CEI. Thank you. Anyone else?

Planning Commission.
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MS. BECKENBACH: Planning Commission did

not meet last month and they are not meeting this

month, either.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Shade Tree Commission.

MR. BOLTON: Did not meet. If it met, I

didn't get a notice.

MAYOR LICASTRO: I know they are

continuing to work with the Bratenahl Land

Conservancy to come up with a plan of action for

the maintenance of our green space parcels. And

I think Mr. Daane at some point in time soon

you'll come to Council with a plan of action?

MR. DAANE: Yes.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Daane has been

recently appointed the president of the Bratenahl

Land Conservancy chapter. Congratulations.

Thank you.

Moving to old business, ordinance 3476.

MS. BECKENBACH: I'd like to introduce

ordinance number 3476 for passage. This is the

third reading so it's time to pass this. An

ordinance amending section 139.12 of the

Bratenahl Codified Ordinances of the Village of

Bratenahl. We're updating the police, because

their shifting of work and so we're updating the
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code so it reflects that.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Is there a second for

passage?

MR. McDONALD: Second.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Discussion?

MR. KESSELEM: Question: Is there any

more of the copies?

MAYOR LICASTRO: It's because you got

them a couple months ago. It's the third time.

MR. KESSELEM: Third time, we don't have

to cut another tree down.

MAYOR LICASTRO: That's right. Mr.

Gallagher is very reluctant to make copies

multiple times, but nothing has changed. Any

further questions? Roll call for passage,

please.

MR. GALLAGHER: Ms. Beckenbach?

MS. BECKENBACH: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Bolton?

MR. BOLTON: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Kesselem?

MR. KESSELEM: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Mateyo?

MR. MATEYO: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. McDonald?
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MR. McDONALD: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Stephan?

MR. STEPHAN: In favor.

MR. GALLAGHER: Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Got to be different.

Ordinance number 3477.

MR. McDONALD: I'd like to introduce

ordinance number 3477 for passage. An ordinance

amending Section 139.01 of the codified ordinance

of the Village of Bratenahl. This is also the

police department, which will allow flexibility

in determining the number of employees in the

police department and the language gender

neutral.

MAYOR LICASTRO: This is also for

passage.

MR. BOLTON: Second.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Thank you. Any

discussion? There being none, roll call on

passage, please.

MR. GALLAGHER: Ms. Beckenbach?

MS. BECKENBACH: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Bolton?

MR. BOLTON: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Kesselem?
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MR. KESSELEM: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Mateyo?

MR. MATEYO: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. McDonald?

MR. McDONALD: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Stephan?

MR. STEPHAN: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Bolton, before you

introduce Pay Claims, I'd like to mention, as I

did earlier, to reiterate we've added the invoice

from Catalyst Consultants $1,164.13, which brings

the total to $129,603.28. So, Mr. Bolton, if you

please.

MR. BOLTON: I'd like to introduce

ordinance number 3482, Pay Claims, for

suspension. Doesn't have to be passed on

majority vote.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Is there a second on

suspension?

MR. MATEYO: Second.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Roll call on

suspension.

MR. GALLAGHER: Ms. Beckenbach?

MS. BECKENBACH: Aye.
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MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Bolton?

MR. BOLTON: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Kesselem?

MR. KESSELEM: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Mateyo?

MR. MATEYO: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. McDonald?

MR. McDONALD: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Stephan?

MR. STEPHAN: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Thank you.

MR. BOLTON: I'd like to introduce

ordinance number 3482, Pay Claims, in the amount

stated by the Mayor because I don't have it

written down.

MAYOR LICASTRO: $129,603.28.

MR. BOLTON: For passage.

MR. MATEYO: Second.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Discussion, questions?

MR. BOLTON: Couple of questions.

There's a Huntington Bank monthly service charge.

Mr. Gallagher, has the account been moved? Is

this a residual charge?

MR. GALLAGHER: The accounts have not

yet been moved. That account will probably stay
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parallel and run for a couple of months to make

sure we have all the checks cleared and that sort

of thing.

MR. BOLTON: Okay.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Bolton, we spent

about 10 minutes today signing documents to

effectuate the change.

MR. BOLTON: We're eager to affect the

savings.

MAYOR LICASTRO: As are we.

MR. BOLTON: I see that there is an Ohio

Department of Job and Family Services

unemployment payment for another person than was

previously there. Are we anticipating other

unemployment charges here?

MR. GALLAGHER: It's completely

uncertain. We looked into it. There are two and

it really depends on what the federal government

does with extensions. We have Blokstorf and we

have Isgro and they will go on as long as the

federal government allows them to. Counsel

looked into it and we are liable for the charges.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We've also had Dave

Matty look into it to make sure we are proceeding

in a proper manner and the bad news is we are.
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MR. GALLAGHER: Counsel as in S-E-L and

not a C-I-L.

MR. BOLTON: Two things. As we look at

next year's budget and the purchase of police

cars, I'd like to draw people's attention to the

fact that the landmark charges for fuel in the

public safety was $2,000 and it was higher than

that that in service.

My last question is Time Warner, both

administration and in rec. I wondered if the

intention is to provide --

MR. KESSELEM: And service.

MR. BOLTON: I wondered what it was

about.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Did he answer your

question?

MR. BOLTON: That's my question. He

said it's in service, also. Is the intention to

provide for Mayor's Court to have cable TV?

MAYOR LICASTRO: If we did, they would

never leave. No, I think what we have is a

hookup here at Village Hall and there's one at

the Rec Center that's probably why there's two

different charges, it's one service.

MS. GALLAGHER: For years we had cable
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TV for free, so we just had it. Once we started,

this is Rec Center anyway, I don't know about

anywhere else. When they started charging us, we

got rid it. But then we got Internet and Rec

Commission purchased that at a very low rate. A

villager was moving and we bought it, one of

those huge televisions and we thought it would be

nice to put that in the pool room. A lot of kids

will come in and watch TV. We negotiated our

best deal and Rec Commission did start doing

that.

MR. BOLTON: That's great. I thought

the Village received free service.

DR. SECURA: In regards to that, we have

a new provider very soon which will be AT&T and

Universe will be in Bratenahl. Are we

negotiating with them to see if we can get a

better deal? They're offering all kind of deals

and that might be Time Warner cannot be our

provider.

MAYOR LICASTRO: You know something,

Doctor, it's a well-taken point, but a lot of

communities have really had some problems with

AT&T as a provider. We have to be careful. I'm

certain when the service is available we'll refer
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it to committee and look at presentations. It's

not the panacea that I would hope it would be,

but at least it's an option.

DR. SECURA: We should be proactive,

because they're putting it up on the pole.

MAYOR LICASTRO: I don't think it's

available yet here in the Village.

DR. SECURA: I think so.

MAYOR LICASTRO: That's a revelation to

us. If so, there's a franchise fee they need to

pay. It's like 10 grand.

MR. KESSELEM: So I can get some

clarification, for Time Warner it's cable and

modem here at Village Hall, correct, not TV?

MR. GALLAGHER: No, it's TV.

MR. KESSELEM: Where do we get our

Internet service from, AT&T?

MR. GALLAGHER: Yes.

MR. KESSELEM: And the same happens for

the Community Center, what's Time Warner for over

at service center, same thing?

MR. ZALAR: Um-hum.

MR. KESSELEM: TV?

MR. ZALAR: TV.

MR. KESSELEM: For cable TV at service
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center.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Maybe we should look at

bundling those.

MS. GALLAGHER: Just so you know, we

went through various line items. I could not use

AT&T. So because we have -- I forget how it

works, but I did call a couple of different ones.

But because we have our Internet service with

one, they didn't provide cable so that's why

we're using two different ones.

MR. KESSELEM: Sorry, I guess I'm kind

of confused. You couldn't use AT&T for cable TV?

MS. GALLAGHER: Correct.

MR. KESSELEM: I didn't even know they

had the cable TV.

MAYOR LICASTRO: The cables aren't up

yet. Yes, Mr. McDonald.

MR. McDONALD: One other point. We had

the good news on the revenue side. There's a

little bad news on the expense side. You can see

Custis Insurance premium there for $58,936, that

was in the budget at $37,000, so there's a little

backwards step there.

MR. MATEYO: That's a hell of a

difference.
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MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Stephan.

MR. STEPHAN: I didn't understand the

name of the company being paid the extra $1,300

that you added just now verbally.

MAYOR LICASTRO: It's Catalyst

Consultant Group owned by Ms. Yerkes. We just

added it. Actually, we've given it. Somehow we

lost it in the shuffle. Leslie called today and

said please make sure it's there, so we added it.

MR. KESSELEM: As a matter of just

record, this is the second month in a row that

we've gotten this budget at the last minute.

We're trying to try to get this thing up a little

bit further. And I know you're trying your best

here, but this one's got an additional $10,000

onto this thing in three hours. As a Council

person, I'd like to have a few more hours and

maybe a couple of days.

MR. GALLAGHER: I have all week to give

you, but we still have to pay the bill.

MR. KESSELEM: Can we come to a stop

time on?

MS. MEADE: The policy is 24 hours.

MR. GALLAGHER: We can have Leslie wait

another month.
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MR. KESSELEM: I'm going to put it on

Leslie's back. I'm going to say that there's 13

additional items that have been put on since

three o'clock.

MR. GALLAGHER: Not since three o'clock.

MR. KESSELEM: Well, from the three

o'clock hour where we got one with red lines on

it.

MR. GALLAGHER: This morning you got it.

I sent it out before noon.

MR. MATEYO: I think the rule is 24

hours in advance.

MR. KESSELEM: I understand. And I

think you understand where I'm coming from.

MR. GALLAGHER: And if Council would

like me to pay late fees instead of bills, I'll

do that, but I have to do what I think is best.

MAYOR LICASTRO: I'm certain, Mr.

Gallagher, you'll make whatever effort possible

to share information with Council so they're well

informed. Any more questions? Ms. Meade.

MS. MEADE: I'm curious why the service

department needs a TV set, curious.

MR. GALLAGHER: Weather radar.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Anyone else? There
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being none, roll call on passage, please.

MR. GALLAGHER: Ms. Beckenbach?

MS. BECKENBACH: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Bolton?

MR. BOLTON: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Kesselem?

MR. KESSELEM: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Mateyo?

MR. MATEYO: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. McDonald?

MR. McDONALD: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Mr. Stephan?

MR. STEPHAN: Aye.

MR. GALLAGHER: Thank you.

MS. BECKENBACH: I'd like to ask that

Council agree to have a resolution passed to

honor Dorothy Jackson for her time and service on

the Shade Tree Commission.

MR. BOLTON: Second.

MAYOR LICASTRO: All in favor of the

motion.

Ayes: 6: Nays: 0.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Mateyo, we'll give

you some information. Anyone else on Council?

Mr. Stephan?
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MR. STEPHAN: I don't think it was

private to Council members, but I received an

email message with no message a couple of weeks

ago and I have no idea.

MAYOR LICASTRO: It was recent to you

with an FYI, sir. It's just for your

information.

MR. STEPHAN: Okay. And it appeared

that it had come from the assistant clerk.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Yeah. We asked Merele

to send that out.

MS. BECKENBACH: There was an attachment

to it with no verbiage on the body.

MAYOR LICASTRO: It should have said

FYI. It was an oversight.

MR. STEPHAN: But the email was noted

from Jim Gallagher, and that's the question I

had. I don't understand.

MR. GALLAGHER: She probably sent it

from my computer. I didn't do it. I don't know

what you're talking about.

MAYOR LICASTRO: She probably sent it

from Mr. Gallagher's computer.

MR. STEPHAN: Could we --

MR. GALLAGHER: Stop that.
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MR. STEPHAN: -- stop that?

MAYOR LICASTRO: Sure.

MR. KESSELEM: I think some explanation

needs to be put to that email, especially that.

MAYOR LICASTRO: It should have been an

FYI. It was just given for your information.

MS. BECKENBACH: Did you have an

attachment with yours?

MR. KESSELEM: Just an attachment, FYI.

But FYI doesn't explain why it was sent to us.

MS. BECKENBACH: For your information.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Pick up the phone and

call us, be glad to discuss it.

MR. KESSELEM: Three sentences would

have done it, too.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We thought that was

sufficient. If you thought there was more, we're

here everyday.

MR. KESSELEM: Pertaining to that

subject, it was necessary.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Then as I said, pick up

the phone and call us. We'll be glad to discuss

it further. Anyone else on Council?

MR. STEPHAN: I have another question.

The performance audit is estimated to be $5,000
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of expense. I understand funds are included in

the 2010 budget. Is the audit complete?

MAYOR LICASTRO: No, it hasn't started

yet.

MR. STEPHAN: Has it been scheduled?

MAYOR LICASTRO: Have you had a

discussion with them about time frame?

MR. GALLAGHER: I have not.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We need to move that

forward.

MR. STEPHAN: Is there any reason for

the delay?

MR. GALLAGHER: We haven't had time to

get to it.

MR. STEPHAN: Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Anyone else? Ms.

Meade.

MS. MEADE: A couple of follow-up

questions from last month's meeting. There was

something about the mirrors on Burton. I wasn't

sure if there was an update on that.

MAYOR LICASTRO: I'm not sure. Mr.

Zalar, have you had a chance to look at the

reflective mirrors at the end of Burton.

MR. ZALAR: There's a possibility we can
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put one up there. There is the -- the only issue

is the amount of sign we're going to have on the

pole it needs to be put on. One large sign,

there's a Lake Shore Boulevard sign, Community

Center direction sign, actually that pole needs

to have a street marking Garfield, which got

knocked off in a wind storm. And above that

would be the round mirror. They're about $350.

MS. BECKENBACH: There was also in the

committee, we didn't have enough residents. We

only had three residents that requested the sign,

so Mr. Stephan was to take a poll on the

remainder of the streets to see if anyone else

was interested in that and that hasn't happened

yet.

MR. STEPHAN: Is that what's holding it

up?

MS. BECKENBACH: I don't know. We have

to take it to committee and decide whether we

want to put one up or we don't. We haven't

gotten that far.

MR. STEPHAN: So noted.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Did you have a further

question, Ms. Meade?

MS. MEADE: At the last month's meeting
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as well, I think Jim had mentioned regarding our

insurance over five years losses of a million. I

was wondering if there would be a line item

detail and if that included settlements as well

or is that something separate.

MR. GALLAGHER: I don't have the

aggregate numbers in front of me. It's probably

including settlements. I would imagine it's the

whole ball of wax.

MS. MEADE: Can we get a line item of

what totaled up to a million dollars?

MR. GALLAGHER: Yeah.

MS. BECKENBACH: He has them.

MR. McDONALD: I had it when I came in.

MR. GALLAGHER: Spoke too soon. This is

public document, right?

MAYOR LICASTRO: Continue.

MS. MEADE: Mr. Falzone had submitted a

letter recently. And I was just wondering if the

Village has responded to him in any way.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Mr. Matty.

MR. MATTY: The response is in process.

He then submitted a request for certain

information. He had submitted a request for

certain compiling of information and we will get
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to the Mayor and to Council our response to him.

I will not get the three inches of documents that

we are sending you with our response, because I

don't think you need to be burdened by that.

Certainly if anybody has any questions, just call

and I believe that response is being mailed as we

speak.

MS. MEADE: A follow-up to the auditor's

repayment of the 13,000. I didn't know the

status of that.

MR. GALLAGHER: There's no change.

MS. MEADE: Is there a time limit as to

when a change must occur?

MR. GALLAGHER: No.

MS. MEADE: So it could never be

resolved?

MR. GALLAGHER: I wouldn't say never,

but I've not been --

MS. MEADE: There's not a time limit.

MR. GALLAGHER: I've not been made aware

of a time limit.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Keep in mind it's being

pursued by the auditor not the Village.

MS. MEADE: So it's between the auditor

and the party?
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MAYOR LICASTRO: That's correct.

MR. GALLAGHER: The State Attorney

General.

MS. MEADE: So I should contact them to

ask those questions?

MAYOR LICASTRO: Certainly if we receive

the money, we'll make you aware of it.

MS. MEADE: And then just to confirm

with Mary, last month when I had asked for some

public records request from the one Community

Affairs meeting with the public's input, I had

asked for any of the documentation that was

collected from the 18 communities and then

anything that might have been -- that would

support the residents' concerns as well.

And when I came to look at public

records, there was nothing on either of those two

subjects. So I just wanted to confirm with you

that there is no written.

MS. BECKENBACH: There isn't.

MS. MEADE: And that was it for me.

Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Anyone else?

MR. KESSELEM: An update. I spoke to

the EPA today regarding the First Energy
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discharge. There's still no resolution to it.

It's still ongoing.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Talking about the

mercury and copper.

MR. KESSELEM: So I'll try to keep up

with that as best I can every month and give us

updates.

MR. DAANE: Thank you.

MAYOR LICASTRO: Anyone else? Ms.

Beckenbach?

MS. BECKENBACH: I move to adjourn.

MR. KESSELEM: Second.

MAYOR LICASTRO: We are in adjournment.

Thank you.
